Assemble the suredrop cable release system in the order
as shown in the figure below.

Thimble
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The Teflon balls are designed to be a tight fit on the

cable. This is so the balls will not slip on the cable.
Therefore, the Teflon balls may be somewhat difficult ~ 2.75
to assemble onto the cable.

Using a pliers, hold the cable about 1/8 inch from the \ Cap

end of the cable. This will keep the cable taut and
straight while you press the cable through the Teflon

ball. ¥ Oval Crimp

After all items are located as show, crimp the crimps
in place. When compressing the crimps, be careful
not to over tighten. Over tightening could cut and
damage the cable.
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
